Cedefop now offers the possibility of purchasing online its publications. The new service was launched with two new publications presenting the results of a number of surveys on e-learning. “E-learning and training in Europe” is a survey of the use of e-learning in training and professional development in the EU. It identifies marked growth in the provision of e-learning over the last two years in terms of revenues for suppliers and expenditure by consumers. It also shows that growth varies significantly between the different Member States.

The second publication, “Users’ views on e-learning”, compiles results of seven online surveys carried out in 2001, by Cedefop. They identify trends in e-learning at European level, as expressed by users and suppliers. The surveys look at such issues as the use of e-mail as a learning tool, economics of e-learning, teachers and trainers’ skills in relation to e-learning, e-learning as an aid to the learning process of people with disabilities.

Language teaching methods in vocational training

One of Europe's great riches is its diversity. This richness is expressed in part, through Europe's different languages. Learning and using different languages is an important part of taking advantage of this richness and diversity. 

EFVET (European Forum of Technical and Vocational Education and Training  http://www.efvet.org/ ) and a team of European colleges are seeking to develop new approaches to teaching languages. The objective is to improve teaching by selecting and visualising language teaching methods with an emphasis on communication activities.

This approach is based on a number of EU reports showing a need for better language teaching methods. But it is also believed that a visual demonstration of suitable methods will be an advantage to vocational language teaching in general.

In Denmark there is a trend towards students working individually, often taking responsibility for their own learning using computer-assisted language techniques. This means that teacher-based lessons must change and focus on communication activities.

The aim is to develop ready-to-use materials, a video library (on DVD) for language teachers to see the methods used in real classes with instructions and hints for better use of other existing materials. In addition, there will be a guide manual with descriptions and ready to copy materials. More information is available on  http://www.languages.dk/methods/ 

The website also facilitates contacts between native speakers of different languages, encouraging people to learn through communication. The idea is to provide “a give and take” solution, where everyone is both a teacher of their own language and the student of a  foreign language.
